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In today’s world decision making without statistical data is difficult. The above book is an excellent effort to help the readers to benefit from the vast data converted into information as base for developing comprehension relating to Pakistan from global, SAARC and many other aspects.
The book under review is primarily intended as a statistical handbook on economic and social statistics of Pakistan for the students Business Executives and Policy Makers. It, therefore, covers the information, which is generally required by the students and policy makers for their report preparation. It has five sections. All the areas are cushioned with up-to-date statistics in a very detailed manner. 
The fourth section deals with Pakistan’s Federal Budget of 2005-06, which includes all detailed data on tax and non-tax revenue, federal budget, the federal tax structure, internal and external debt of Pakistan and interest payment and many more. 
The last that is the fifth section which deals with the Banking scenario in Pakistan. It speaks about the saving rate scenario and the size and pattern of financing the projects in Pakistan Economy. The coverage of the book is quite exhaustive and very informative especially for the policy makers and research oriented students.

The chief merits of the book are its brevity and systematic presentation of the subject matter with marginal headings and sub-headings. Various principles and concepts have been explained with the help of latest statistics. This has enhanced the utility of book and will help the readers in sharpening their analytical skills.

In a phase of globalization round, the world economies, liberalization of both tariff and non-tariff and non-tariff barriers by the WTO member countries and the formation of economic blocs need accurate and up-to-date information of any economy to expand trade linkages.
