RATIONALE FOR THE CLAIM OF AWARD
The above award is being sought within the theme of Transforming Education. The incumbent has invested 53 years of his life in transformation in education (8 years in the corporate world and 45 years in innovating teaching, applied research, publications, educational administration and related fields.

1. Institute of Business Administration, University of the Punjab, Lahore, Pakistan. 

This was the second Business School established in the history of Pakistan and the first one established in the history of Punjab, the largest populated Province of the country. By imparting quality education he transformed the education into innovative intiative. One of the products of this Institution was appointed as the honourable Finance Minister of the Government of Pakistan during 2009-10. One of them served as an Economic Advisor to the honourable Prime Minister of Pakistan, Benazir Bhutto (1990s). One of them enriched the society by establishing the first Entertainment Park in the Province of Punjab, in the city of Lahore (Sozo Water Park). One of them became the captain of Pakistan Cricket Team and he also participated in the World Cup 1992 which was won by Pakistan Cricket Team through global competition on 25-03-1992 in Melbourne, Australia. Several entrepreneurers were developed by me who extended logistical support to the economy of the country through establishing financial institutions by identifying risks, boosting exports, establishing textiles mills, accelerating socio-economic development of the country and in several other fields. The outstanding products of the Institute have helped the country to alleviate poverty, promoted self-employment and generated employment for hundreds of people.

2. Hailey College of Banking & Finance, University of the Punjab, Lahore: Pakistan

Yet another institution, being first of its type, was founded by me in Pakistan namely, Hailey College of Banking & Finance, the 5th Constituent College of the University of the Punjab, Lahore, Pakistan. He introduced, for the first time in the history of Pakistan innovative courses in the area of banking with emphasis on credit analysis, finance with emphasis on sound financial management in corporate sector, and international trade – being instrumental for creating a new breed of exporters for Pakistan. Further magnificent courses were introduced at under-graduate and graduate levels by me in the distinct area of Insurance & Risk Management. These initiatives opened up new vistas of national and international service by meeting the challenges of human resource development which has been a crying need of developing countries in general and that of Pakistan in particular.

3. The products of the above Institutions have now been serving as captains of 	financial industry, namely, Modarbas,. Mutual Funds, Leasing, Investment 	Banks, Scheduled Banks and Insurance.

4. Indeed, the incumbent invested his entire life with initiative and innovative 	approach cushioned with the theme of inclusiveness embracing males and 	females of all strata of society and produced excellent human resources 	irrespective of their social status for enriching the society in general and 	corporate world in particular.

5. Consequently the incumbent has met the challenge of the theme namely, 	Transforming Education through the three tools namely; Investment, 	Innovation and Inclusions.
